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Black Walnut Trees at Risk

As a well acclimated and hearty tree, black walnuts
shade many Eiber homes and keep many squirrels
busy with their delicious nuts each fall. But this
treasured and valuable tree is at risk due to a fast
moving insect known as the Walnut Twig Beetle.
Unlike many insect infestations that can be warded off
simply by keeping onebs t
including fertilizer and water), this beetle attacks
healthy and stressed trees with the same sad outcome.
Not only does the beetle attack the tree, it also spreads
a fungus, similar to how Dutch elm disease is spread
by the elm bark beetle. So what can we do to protect
our beautiful trees? First, if you suspect your black
walnut is impacted call a specialist right away and have
it removed (including all the wood) if the beetle is
found. This is the best way to stop the spread of the
beetle and fungus. To protect healthy trees, there is a
recommended soil-injected pesticide that has been
helpful in prevention and control (though there are no
guarantees even with the treatment).The City of
Lakewood provides a list of licensed tree contractors at

FEDERAL CENTER UPDATE T WHAT'S UP?

e Sept 19, 2007 i General Services Administration
(GSA) sold 65 acres to the City of Lakewood, which
in turn sold the land to St Anthony West for its new
facility and to RTD for a bus/light rail station.

e Mid Oct 2007 T GSA finished its new boundary
fence marking the border with its new neighbors,
RTD and St Anthony's.

e Oct 19, 2007 T With a ribbon-cutting ceremony St
Anthony West Hospital celebrated the start of
development, with construction to start early in
2008 and finish in 2010. Some clinical services are
likely to be provided at its current location on
Colfax.

e Oct 20071 GSA completed the Master Site Plan for
the Denver Federal Center's next 20 years. The
plan includes a mix of land use districts centered on
a AFeder al Qu addnsity dewelopntent
at the northern and western edges, tapering to
lower-density along Alameda and Kipling, and
integrating new development with existing uses.

Natural systems and open spaces will be
preserved.
e Nov 2007 i The Final Master Site Plan and

Environmental Impact Statement will be reviewed
by the public. Washington's approval of the plan is
expected in early January 2008.

After that, GSA will be able to start implementing the
plan. Although the plan is a long-term vision and will
occur in stages over the course of twenty years, it sets
forth a clear and exciting strategy and framework for
meeting the current and future needs of both the
Federal tenants and the larger community.

Might Meet

After a diligent search for a building the Lakewood
Police Department may have found a new home-to-be
for storing property and evidence. The rented storage
building on 8" Ave near Quail St is not big enough for
the growing amount of property required to be kept for
unresolved crimes or for cases that might be appealed.
A building owned by the City would not only provide
needed space, but also save money and could be
adapted for specialized storage such as DNA
evidence.

The probable new home is an industrial warehouse at
1290 Harlan St, right next to the West Corridor Light
Rail line! It would be one of the first buildings that
riders of light rail would see in Lakewood. Residents of
Two Creeks Neighborhood are delighted at the
prospect, saying that a renovated storage facility at that
site would be a wonderful improvement. The Police
Department stildl needs
research to be sure the property is safe and can be
renovated within its budget of $1.2 million. In the future
the site might also be appropriate for a neighborhood
police station.
